This will demonstrate the
strengths in various thicknesses and will help you as you build your pieces.
Make 17 % 1" squarcs of various thicknesses. Let the st pieces dry
overnight. Once they are complerely hard, iry vo snap the squares with
your fingers, pound with 2 hammer or anything else to gauge the durabili-
ty of cach eest piece.

1 do nox recommend any particular type of tool to wse on the Apoxie.
My primary sculpting tooks are my fingers, but any type of wol or item
you want to use that works is good. | would mot wse the same sculpring
tooks that you use on palymer clay, as the Aponic can stick 1 them and
must be cleaned off with sandpaper or acerone.

Prepare your work surface by using a clean tile that is 16” x 167 or use 2
sheet of foil and cover cardboard. Use an apron to protect your clothes and
keep a cloth near for cleaning hands. You can use wer-wipes for cdeaning
your hands. The chair in this demonsiration is 197 wll. 1 will give instruc-
tions, but you can make your chair any size that you would like.

Step 1 = Cat o ploce: of cardboand i the desirod sise B yout ot Ukt s
leather needle to punch through the cardboard ar all four comers. Inser
18 gauge wire through the hales for the legs. The wires on the badk will be
langer due to the size of the chair back. Use scotch rape 1 secure the wires
o the chair seat, top and bottom (the wires will be loose). Use the level ar
this rime and make any sdjustments needed,

Step 2 - Mix cqual parts of A & B and with damp fingers fateen strips.
Apply to the tops and bowoms of the chair corners. Wiap it around the
wire a3 you go. Allow this wo set up and it will provide stability wo the wire
legs. Add a thin layer of Apasic anto the seat top and bottom, Allow this
w0 harden.
